History and Geography Curriculum

History is all around us. The study of history ignites children’s curiosity about the past in Britain and the wider
world. Through finding out about how and why the world, our country, culture and local community have
developed over time, children understand how the past influences the present. We aim to offer a high-
quality history education to help pupils gain a coherent knowledge and understanding of Britain’s past and
that of the wider world. To ensure that this happens, the children will revisit key threads of knowledge
through the different periods of history they cover. History helps pupils to understand the complexity of
people’s lives, the process of change, the diversity of societies and relationships between different groups.
It also helps children gain a sense of their own identity within a social, political, cultural and economic
background. We want to inspire pupils’ curiosity to know more about the past and encourage them to
question and investigate. We want to develop a strong understanding within our children of where they fit
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in within the historical timeline and our goal is to provide children with the opportunities to look back through their education and use
prior knowledge to make links. The children will learn about chronology, significant historical events and people, considering
connections, contrasts and trends over time. Children should be equipped to ask perceptive questions, think critically, weigh

evidence, sift arguments, and develop perspective and judgement.

Geography is all about understanding the world we live in. It helps to provoke and provide answers to questions about the natural
and human aspects of the world. At Sacred Heart, children are encouraged to develop a greater understanding and knowledge of
the world, as well as their local environment. Our aims are to fulfil the requirements of the National Curriculum for Geography;

providing a broad, balanced and differentiated curriculum; ensuring the progressive development of geographical
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concepts, knowledge and skills; and for the children to develop a love for geography. Furthermore, we aim to inspire
in pupils a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people, as our pupils are from a diverse demographic
and we want our differences to be celebrated. As children progress, their growing interest and understanding of
diverse places, people, resources and natural and human environments, together with a deep understanding of the
Earth’s key physical and human processes, will develop and remain with them for the rest of their lives.
